The Readings for the Upcoming Arcana Class (Tuesday the 29th) are 9112—9180. This begins with the Doctrine of Charity about conscience.  It then treats of the internal sense of the first half of Exodus 22, which contains laws about theft, and about borrowing and loans.  Besides the opening section on conscience, other key teachings include 9125, 9128, 9144, 9152, 9154, 9174, 9176, and 9180. AC 9349 describes these laws in the first half of Exodus 22 as follows: the first 14 verses are listed as laws that can serve a use if one so chooses; verse 15 (in the Hebrew and the Arcana Coelestia, but verse 16 in the English translations) is listed as abrogated as to use at this day where the Church is.  No doubt this abrogation is because a man is treated as property in this verse. AC 9349, more than any other teaching in the Heavenly Doctrine, shows that the Lord "abrogated" slavery.  (7:30 P.M. at Steve and Janis King’s)
