PASTOR’S NOTES
New Church Teachers: In the September newsletter, we looked at teachings showing that the Lord gives parents greatest opportunity to help children grow up well and prepare for heaven. New Church parents, teaching their children how to live by the Word at home, are the most important factor in making a New Church school to be truly New Church. 

In the October newsletter, the question was whether, ideally, the principal should be a priest. The Doctrine indicates that this is not what a priest is trained to do. Also, people should not be compelled in their religion, but there is an element of compulsion when a priest is in charge of supervision and firing of teachers, and the discipline of children. Families and teachers may benefit more from the instruction and leading a priest gives when he is not in charge, because they can receive it to the extent they choose in freedom. 

This month we can focus on the role of teachers. We see that Jesus as a Boy sought out the teachers in the temple to learn from them, even though Joseph and Mary would be worried. The Doctrine states that childhood is a time of instruction by teachers and ministers. In the Arcana, we find that both parents and teachers train children in what is becoming, what the civil laws require, and what is honorable – the goods and truths of civil and moral life (see AC 5126:3, 5135:2). 

At KNCS, we are blessed to have a great faculty who are thoroughly committed to teaching in light of the Word and are skilled in helping students learn to read and write, do mathematics, and to study science, history, art, music, and Latin, in addition to the Word.  Our teachers also work hard to teach and guide the children in how to work and play with each other, in light of the Word. 

Parents commission the faculty to help them prepare their children for a useful life in this world and in heaven. The teachers are aiming to work with the parents of each child. Since there is a variety of homes, and each home is responsible for their own children, the faculty seeks to follow the Word and apply best practices that all the parents can come to agree on. When we look to the Lord, He draws us together into a greater human form that serves all of us better than any of us can do on our own, and in which we all are serving each other. “And He will teach us of His ways, and we will walk in His paths.” (Isaiah 2:3)
Turn clocks back on Saturday, November 3rd, or come to church an hour early!
Meeting after church on November 4: There will be a meeting in the library especially for parents of children currently enrolled at KNCS, beginning at 11:30 A.M. There will be babysitters to watch your children. The purpose is to discuss the concept of having the pastor no longer be the principal of KNCS. 
Holy Supper will be offered at the evening service on November 11. “It has pleased the Lord to reveal the spiritual sense of the Word, to enable this church to enter into the real use and benefit of these sacraments, baptism and holy supper….” TCR 700
Board of Trustees will meet on November 6. We will elect the secretary and business manager and possibly a new treasurer in addition to our regular business, reviewing our finances. 
Pastor’s Council will meet on November 13. One topic will be the winter study and how to make it more accessible to parents with young children. We will also review responses to the concept of the principal being a layman and what the next step should be. 
Thanksgiving: You are welcome to bring an offering of the produce of the earth, fresh or canned, as an expression of gratitude to the Lord. We will contribute the food to the Friend’s Food Pantry in Kutztown, so your offering can be an expression of both love to the Lord and love toward the neighbor. There will be a procession near the beginning of the Thanksgiving service when you can bring your gift to the chancel.
October 18th Annual Society Meeting [Our pastor’s report from the meeting is attached here]: We elected Bengt Boyesen, John Cole and Thaddeus Glenn as trustees, and Seni King and Eloné Zimmerman to the school council. Business manager Peter Genzlinger reported a surplus of about $19,000 from the year that ended June 30. We adopted a budget for the current year requiring contributions of $454,000 in basket and regular contributions, and a payout of 4% from the school endowment, looking to total income and expenses of $936,000, a 3% increase over last year. 

Mark Wyncoll reported on the work of the committee to advise the bishop on a new pastor. They are gathering the results of the survey. It will be useful information for the new pastor. We cannot call a new pastor until the assistant bishop process is complete, shortly before Christmas. 
Chris Judson told us that we have about $180,000 to go to finish funding the school extension. Roger Schrock reported that the building is progressing well. 
Thank you to Kit & Torrey Cooper, Admirals of the Autumn Weekends fleet. They did an Admirable job, bringing fresh ideas and energy and a definite uptick in sales, as well as providing great opportunities for us to work and visit together – with each other and with guests from all over. Thank you, Kit & Torrey and all your great crews!

The winter study topic this year will be Uses, with the theme that all uses are church uses, in the sense that all uses are our response to the Lord’s leading. We will read about the highest uses, being the uses of marriage and of raising children; uses in service to society in various occupations; uses of business of all kinds; and uses after death. We hope these discussions will be inspiring and useful! You might like to think about arranging to be part of a group before the holidays get busy, since the winter study begins soon after the New Year begins.
