CELEBRATING the 19th of JUNE: Due to COVID-19, we need do things differently this year.

Two New Church Day Pageant Services: 4:30 and 6:00 P.M., Outdoors (indoors, if raining). As with our regular church services (see above), please contact me ahead of time if you plan to attend in person. This will help keep attendance at the two services as even as possible with respect to social-distancing. For those not attending in person, the 6:00 P.M. service will be live streamed.
If the service is held outside, we ask you to spread yourselves out on your own blankets (or on chairs that will be available here for you to set up upon your arrival). If the service has to be held inside, chairs will be set up in advance, and we ask that plenty of space be left between family groups.
