BE NOT LED ASTRAY
And [Jesus] said, See that you be not led astray, for many shall come in My name, saying, I am, and, The time is near. Go ye not therefore after them.                   Luke 21:8
It must also be briefly told what is meant by truths which are from some other source than the Lord. They are in general those truths in which the Lord is not. The Lord is not in the truths with a man when the man denies Him and His Divine, and also when he acknowledges Him and still believes that good and truth are not from Him, but from himself, and who consequently claims righteousness for himself. Truths also in which the Lord is not are those which are taken from the Word, especially from the sense of its letter, and are explained in favor of self-rule and self-gain. In themselves these are truths, because they are from the Word; but in this case they are not truths, because they are wrongly explained and thus perverted. They are such as are meant by the Lord by [the] words [above]…in Luke…
The truths which are from the Lord are always truths from the Lord in the internal form; and the truths which are not from the Lord appear as truths in the external form only, but not in the internal form; for within they are either empty, or false, or evil.

PASTOR’S NOTES
How do we know when evil spirits are trying to lead us astray?

When our religious beliefs and the decisions that come from them are challenged, if we go to the Lord in the Word and in the Heavenly Doctrine, He will help us see if we are being led astray. In Luke 21:13 the Lord says situations like this “shall turn into testimony for you.” When we go to the Lord directly in response to attempts by hell to lead astray, it will actually help us hear the Lord’s voice in His Divine Revelation even more clearly. This may sound wildly optimistic, but it is one of the very important uses of evil and falsity. They help clarify, by contrast, what is good and true so we can better follow it.

The only way to truly protect ourselves from the confusing ways of hell – from those purporting to speak for God – is to rely on the Lord directly.
