And he dreamed, and behold a stairway set up on the earth, and its head reaching to heaven; and behold the angels of God ascending and descending on it. And behold, Jehovah standing over it; and He said, I am Jehovah the God of Abraham thy father, and the God of Isaac; the land where thou liest, to thee I will give it, and to thy seed. And thy seed shall be as the dust of the earth, and thou shalt break forth to the sea, and to the east, and to the north, and to the south; and in thee all the families of the ground shall be blessed, and in thy seed. And behold I am with thee, and will keep thee wherever thou goest, and will return thee to this ground; for I will not leave thee until I have done that which I have spoken to thee. And Jacob awoke from his sleep, and he said, Surely Jehovah is in this place, and I did not know it. Genesis 28:10-16
AC 3702. And behold, Jehovah standing upon it. This signifies the Lord in the highest… All goods and truths descend from the Lord, and ascend to Him; that is, He is the first and the last. For man has been so created that the Lord’s Divine things may descend through man down to the ultimates of nature, and from the ultimates of nature may ascend to the Lord. So man may be a medium that unites the Divine with the world of nature, and the world of nature with the Divine; and that thus the very ultimate [or lowest part] of nature may live from the Divine, through man as the uniting medium. This would be the case if mankind had lived according to Divine order. The 
most ancient people, who were heavenly men, were in a state like this. For whatever they noticed by any sense was to them a means for thinking… about the Lord and His kingdom; and from this came the delight they got from worldly and earthly things…. Moreover when in this way they looked carefully at the lower and ultimate things of nature, these things appeared before their eyes as if they were alive…. These images, although inanimate, to them were thereby given life. This is the kind of perception the celestial angels have about all things in the world…. And hence also little children have such a perception… [that all things are alive].

PASTORS NOTES

The story of Jacob’s ladder can help us see how a New Church education can change the way we view everything.  When we begin to see how even the most ultimate or outermost things of nature have descended from the Lord, we can see how they may ascend to Him too.  As this begins to happen, everything around us can be a means for thinking about the Lord and His kingdom as it says in the Arcana.  Children do this naturally when even a rock or a stick becomes alive in their hands as their innocent minds see the life in it from the Lord unbeknownst to them.  As we get older, we have to learn more and more about His constant influx into everything in order to understand it and make a belief in His presence our own.  And it is never too late to start. Once we begin to open our minds to this, even the least things of creation will help us understand better and better the nature of His Divinity.
