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Is it not I, Jehovah?

And Moses was pasturing the flock of Jethro his father-in-law, the priest of Midian; and he directed the flock behind the wilderness, and came to the mountain of God, to Horeb. And the angel of Jehovah was seen by him in a flame of fire from the midst of the bramble; and he saw, and behold, the bramble burned with fire, and the bramble was not at all eaten up.

And Moses said, I will now turn aside, and see this great sight; wherefore is the bramble not burnt?  And Jehovah saw that he turned aside to see, and God called to him from the midst of the bramble, and said, Moses, Moses. And he said, Behold me! And He said, Come not near hither; shake off thy shoes from on thy feet, for the place on which thou standest, it is holy ground.

And He said, I am the God of thy father, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob. And Moses covered his faces, because he was fearful to look upon God. . . . And now behold, the cry of the sons of Israel has come to Me, and I have also seen the subjugation with which the Egyptians subjugate them. And now go, and I will send thee to Pharaoh, and bring My people the sons of Israel out from Egypt. . . .

And Moses said to Jehovah, In me, Lord, I am not a man of words, even from yesterday, even from the day before, even from this time, in Thy speaking to Thy servant, for heavy of mouth, and heavy of tongue am I. And Jehovah said to him, Who makes the mouth for man? Or who makes him dumb, or deaf, or his eyes opened, or blind? Is it not I, Jehovah? And now go, and I will be with thy mouth, and I will instruct thee in what thou shalt speak. (Exodus 3:1-6, 9-10; 4:10-12)

Is it not I Jehovah? That this signifies that these things are from the influx of life from the Divine, is 
evident from the fact that such things as are signified by the "dumb," by the "deaf," and by the "blind," as also by the "mouth" and by "seeing," arise with man from the influx of life from Jehovah or the Lord. For thence arise both evils and goods with everyone; but evils from man, and goods from the Lord. That evils arise from man, is because the life which flows in from the Lord, that is, good and truth, is turned by man into evil and falsity, thus into what is contrary to life, which is called spiritual death. The case herein is like that of light from the sun, which becomes of a color in accordance with its reception by objects, some being lively and bright, and some being as it were dead and dusky.

PASTORS NOTES

The Lord can ask us to do some pretty hard things sometimes.  He can ask us to do things we don’t feel capable of doing—just as Moses felt he would be unable to lead the Israelites out of Egyptian slavery.  

When we have similar doubts, in a sense, we are right. We ourselves are not capable of doing the challenging things required of us.  But just as the Lord reminded Moses, He reminds us that He can do them.  If we receive what He gives us and reflect it back to Him and our neighbor, then we will be able to do whatever He asks. It is He, Jehovah, the Lord who will be working through us.

The Lord gives us the helpful example in the Arcana of how light works.  Every object reflects light, and the reflected light is what we see.  Everything good we do works in the same way.  It is not from us; our acts of charity are manifestations solely of the Lord’s Divine Love and Wisdom.

When we worry about the Lord asking us to do what feels too hard, perhaps we can hear Him say to us what He said to Moses: “Is it not I, Jehovah?”
